Category 3 (1 item)

3. Proof of Social Security Number (Acceptable documents that include full name and 
social security number:)
Ÿ Social Security Card (actual blue and white card)
Ÿ W-2 Form
Ÿ Social Security Administration 1099 Form
Ÿ Non-Social Security Administration 1099 Form
Ÿ Pay stub (must contain name and social security number)

4. Proof of North Dakota Residence Address (Acceptable documents must include name and resident address:)

NOTE: Parent can provide proof of residency documents for minor child (under 18). All documents must contain your name and current 
physical address. Post Office boxes are NOT acceptable for residence address.
