driving, or normally continuing the activities the person was capable of performing before the injury occurred. Often 
defi ned as “needing help from the scene.”

Injury Crash:  A crash in which one or more persons sustained a possible injury, probable injury or an incapacitating 
injury as recorded by the investigating offi cer.

Interstates: Limited-access, divided facilities of at least four lanes, designated by the FHWA as part of the Interstate 
System.

Local Streets and Roads: Streets, whose primary purpose is feeding higher-order systems providing direct access 
with little or no through traffi c.

Minor Arterial: Streets and highways linking cities and larger towns in rural area in distributing trips to small geo-
graphic areas in urban areas (not penetrating identifi able neighborhoods).

Motorcycle Crash: A crash involving one or more motorcycles.

Out-of-State Driver: A driver licensed from a state other than North Dakota who is involved in a crash.

Pedalcycle: A vehicle operated solely by pedals and propelled by human power. This includes bicycle, tricycle, uni-
cycle, sidecar or trailer attached to any of the above listed devices.

PDO: Property Damage Only crash.
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
