· 1:05 Opening remarks by Director Tom Sorel = Welcome from Tom.  


· 1:20 North Dakota Administrative rule update for 129,000 Large Truck Network – Admin rule that needed to be changed in NDHP rule.  Met with Tom and Ron, all in agreement.  Hearing August 14th, the public will get a chance to address concerns. Notice of intent is in packet with Decision Document.  

· 1:40  Pipeline Foods ND 5 & ND 89 
-Draft of Engineering Document –Department attended commission meeting, Commission was well prepared at meeting. Piece of road that has 8 ton year round restriction, the pavement is not in very good condition.  In this case it takes county road and city road to get to the highway, county is not interested in accepting in addition, the elevators is up for sale, not accurate data.  – There is no project in the mill to improve the road. (Discussion) Jason states that as the county will not open the road, it will be difficult to get approval, unless the company is willing to pay costs to upgrade road.  Department sent letter to the city of lignite, no response has been received.  Could possibly circumvent the city road. Ron asked if anyone needs brad to go through the steps of the process. Close potential connectivity to system, but does have challenges. Ran through the flow chart with committee. Lengthy discussion regarding the opportunity for appeals.  Route report is unfavorable at this time, however, with an 8 ton restriction, no oversize permit would have been allowed… If this is approved the DOT would have to make an investment in the road. Jason motioned that we not approve, due to the condition of the highway and no concurrence, Lance seconded, All in favor, no opposed… Motion passed.

· 2:00 General Mills ND 8 Application 
-Draft Engineering document for ND 8 application – GM has interest in Canadian hauls coming across the border down to 52  Both industries had representation at the hearing.  The township is willing to allow them to get from elevator to the roadway. There will be a project for a inch and ½ inch overlay on requested segment. During spring thaw, load restriction, however, remainder of the year, would allow. Border crossing is only accessible crossing. Prior entrance has been closed. During spring thaw, will go down to 8 ton. Jason states, falls into what the department is looking for. There still is a concern with the condisiton of the road way, however, the overlay will improve the situation.  Highway 8 is a 95 foot road, may only be able to get to 115K unless the DOT decides to change it to a wider road. Jason asked if there was a need to open and enhance the turn radius of intersection.  County and township were okay with turning radius. Move for a favorable recommendation upon completions of overlay, and load restrictions.  Jason asked if there was a reason they chose this route.  Brad states that the process will open the road to all up to 129, with permit.  Jackie asked if they only haul into the elevator, Wayde said that very little is hauled out. Jackie states that some crossings only allow for one crossing a day.  Doug stated most product leaving will go by rail.  From the border to the elevator , Doug seconded the motion.  All in favor.  Motion passed. 

· 2:20  Transsystems US 281 Application 
-Discuss application that was withdrawn for ND 52 – information was for one project, however, they did not get the bid, so they cancelled the request.  Was from Jamestown to the South Dakota border.    Jason stated, brings up interesting dilemma if facility will be services for a long term project, or short term work.  Would we go through process for a season of work that opens the segment to all?  

· 2:40  Transsystems Pending  application for sugar beet haul routes  - Fargo and Grand Forks districts.  Maps in packets for future requests.  We have not received an official request, but will need to have multiple public outreach.  Currently have permits available for winter restrictions.  Doug asked if they indicated there are additional needs to their request, said not sure that they really need, however permit is only available during specific time. Can get more weight with permit than with 129,000. A lot of county roads have been built up in anticipation of beat haulers. State 46 and 18, do not see issues.  Jason suggest every county have their own outreach.  State 46, Richland county maybe, Walsh County.  Not sure about Grand Forks.  Wayde asked if going to commission meeting worked.  Brad said it was adequate and justified.   Brad asked if everyone thought commission meeting was a good route to go. Jason said it is good for us to stay in touch with local governments.  

Brad asked if committee thinks we should have open Phone Bridge for meetings as one member was not able to attend. Eldon said he thinks it is a good idea, should accommodate in the future.
