Appendix A: Types of NDDOT Projects with Minimal or No Potential to Affect Historic Properties 
 
1. Pavement Projects 
· Resurfacing or sealing the existing roadways, including normal subcuts, where all work (including heavy equipment movement within the ROW) is contained within the roadway surface and areas of previously disturbed ground [highway in-slopes and ditch bottoms]. 
2. Bridges
· Bridge Deck Overlay and Repair
· [bookmark: _GoBack]All work on any bridges that fall under the ACHP Program Comment on Post 1945 Concrete and Steel Bridges
· Washing, Cleaning, and General Maintenance
 	             
3. Signs 
· Installation and replacement of signs within areas of previously disturbed ground [highway in-slopes and ditch bottoms]. 
 
4. Roadside Safety Related 
· Repair, replace or upgrade existing guardrail on highways where construction does not disturb the previously undisturbed ground and all fill comes from an approved source.
· Install or replace impact attenuators on highways where construction does not disturb previously undisturbed ground surface. 
· Replace median barriers on highways where construction does not disturb previously undisturbed ground surface. 
 
5. Rural Lighting and ITS (Intelligent Transportation Services) [Where trenching for power is not needed]
· Install and upgrade traffic signal and lighting poles within areas of previously disturbed ground. 
· Install and replace ITS systems including but not confined to DMS [Dynamic 
Message Systems], ESS [Environmental Sensor Stations], ESS Towers, ATR [Automated Traffic Recorders] that are placed within areas of previously disturbed ground within the ROW [right of way]. These include loop detectors (or other types of sensors), cameras, radio systems, and variable message signs. 
 
6. Other Project Types 
· Any project, not specifically mentioned above, where all proposed work will take place on existing roadways within the in-slopes. 
· Streetscape improvement outside of a downtown area or historic district.  This includes, but may not be limited to, benches, decorative lighting, textured crosswalks, transit shelters, and containerized plantings where the construction does not disturb previously undisturbed ground. 
· In kind sidewalk replacement that includes no additional excavation outside existing disturbed area and the disturbance is less than 2 feet below existing surface except in a downtown area or historic district. 
· Rural Pedestrian Facilities where placement of these facilities is contained within areas of previously disturbed ground [highway in-slopes and ditch bottoms]. 
· ADA curb ramps upgrades and retrofits that do not require easements.
