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Travel Alert issued for south central North Dakota

slush accumulating on the roadway. Areas included in the travel alert are Bismarck,
Selfridge, Wishek, Jamestown and surrounding areas. Heaviest concentration of snow
fall is along the South Dakota border in south central ND.

A Travel Alert means conditions are such that motorists can still travel in these
areas, but should be advised of rapidly changing conditions. Motorists are encouraged
to reduce speeds and drive according to the conditions.
