Below is a list of information from the Project Concept Report and Final Plans needed to complete a USFWS Easement Exchange.  
The Easement Exchange is an agreement between the NDDOT and the USFWS which allows the NDDOT to permanently impact USFWS Easement Property and mitigate impacts at an approved location, typically an NDDOT Easement Bank.  A project may require a General Special Use Permit if an Easement Exchange cannot be executed prior to the Bid Opening.  The General Special Use Permit allows work to be done in USFWS Easement wetlands while the Easement Exchange is being processed.  If the Exchange cannot be completed by the Bid Opening the General Special Use Permit application will also serve as the Easement Exchange information.
General Special Use Permit Application Form
· The application form can be found on the USFWS website http://www.fws.gov/forms/3-1383-G.pdf
· The form should state all permanent and temporary impacts (which could include temporary and permanent erosion controls, cofferdams, temporary bypasses, permanent fills...etc) to USFWS Easement wetlands.  The USFWS Easement is typically within the delineated wetland outside of the existing NDDOT right of way. 
· The form should include a mitigation plan for permanent USFWS Easement impacts.
